We consider the proper training and induction of volunteers to be very important, especially on the PATHS project where volunteers will be working unsupervised and away from the premises, so we will require all volunteers to have completed all five training sessions before they start.

If you decide you would like to apply, please can you complete the application form and Equal Opportunities monitoring form and return them to me by post or e-mail. The last date for the return of applications is September22nd but I would be most grateful to receive as many as possible before then so I do not have  to interview everyone in the space of one week!
