Thank you very much in your interest in becoming a volunteer on the PATHS project. This is a new initiative which started in 2010, and to date has proved very successful in helping homeless people to access health care. We have a small group of tremendously dedicated volunteers who have done fantastic work so far, but there are not enough people to meet the demand, so I do hope you will be interested in becoming part of that team.

If you are receiving this by email, I am sorry to have to send you so many attachments. The key document for you to look at is the Role Description, which will explain what you would be doing as a PATHS volunteer. PATHS volunteers will receive training before they are asked to take on their role.
